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FABER ANNOUNCED TWO CORPORATE PROPOSALS:
PROPOSED CAPITAL REPAYMENT TO JERAM BINTANG SDN BHD AND PROPOSED
ACQUISITION OF 30.03% FROM MEDLUX OVERSEAS (GUERNSEY) LIMITED

Kuala Lumpur — Faber Group Berhad (“FGB”), a member of UEM Group Berhad has announced two
corporate proposals to Bursa Securities Malaysia Berhad.

Announcement 1

FGB has today entered into a Letter Agreement with Jeram Bintang Sdn Bhd (“JBSB”) in relation
to the Proposed Capital Repayment of the Redeemable Convertible Preference Shares (“RCPS”).
The proposed capital repayment involves a cash distribution of RM115.0 million to JBSB on the basis of
RM1.00 for every one (1) RCPS held by way of a reduction of the entire RCPS capital in accordance with
the provisions of Section 64 of the Companies Act, 1965.

As part of a debt restructuring scheme implemented by FGB and its subsidiaries in 2004, a total of 200.0
million RCPS were issued to JBSB, of which 85.0 million RCPS have been converted into new FGB
Shares by JBSB. As at 31 March 2008, FGB has 115.0 million outstanding RCPS that are held by JBSB.
Under the Letter Agreement, JBSB has agreed for FGB to redeem all the 115.0 million RCPS by way of a
reduction of the entire RCPS capital in accordance with the provisions of Section 64 of the Act.

The proposed capital repayment is funded by the proceeds received from the disposal by the FGB Group
of its 100% equity interest in Faber Labuan Sdn Bhd, which was completed in February 2008. (“the
Disposal”).

“The proposed capital repayment is in line with the Company’s efforts to manage the FGB Group’s capital
structure at an efficient level. FGB is of the view that after the proposed capital repayment, the FGB
Group will continue to maintain a capital base as well as cash reserves that commensurate with the level
of operations of the FGB Group. In this regard, the financial position of the FGB Group is expected to
remain strong and will be able to meet its operating requirements and financial obligations” said Adnan
Mohammad, Managing Director of FGB.

Announcement 2

FGB has today entered into a conditional share sale agreement with Medlux Overseas (Guernsey)
Limited (“MOG”), a minority shareholder of Faber Medi-Serve Sdn Bhd (“FMS”) for the acquisition of
12,000,003 Class A FMS Shares and 4,218,000 Class B FMS Shares collectively representing about
30% of the issued and paid-up share capital of FMS for a total cash consideration of RM85.5 million.

FGB intends to fund the proposed acquisition through internally generated funds and proceeds received
from the Disposal. FMS is a 70%-owned subsidiary of the FGB Group. Upon completion of the proposed
acquisition, FMS will become a wholly-owned subsidiary of the FGB Group.



“The proposed acquisition will enable FGB to have a greater participation in the business of FMS as well
as its strategic direction and growth plans with the aim to enhance shareholders’ value”, said Adnan
Mohammad.

“The proposed acquisition will also contribute to the future earnings of the FGB Group as we expect FMS
to continue to be profitable in the future and benefit from the increase in the demand for healthcare
support services in Malaysia. In addition, FMS will also provide a platform for the FGB Group to expand
further into healthcare support services in the region such as India and United Arab Emirates “, added
Adnan.

FGB expects to obtain all the required approvals as well as to convene an Extraordinary General Meeting
to obtain shareholders’ approval for the above-announced corporate proposals by second half of 2008.
