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FABER Q2 2008 RESULTS ON THE RISE

Kuala Lumpur — Faber Group Berhad (Faber), with core businesses in Integrated Facilities
Management (Healthcare and Non-Healthcare) and Property Development continues to show
positive financial performance for its Second Quarter 2008 (Q2 results) ended 30 June 2008.

Recording positive growth for the past three consecutive years, Faber Q2 2008 continues to
rise quarter-by-quarter posting RM186.5 million in revenue or 10.6% (RM17.9 million) higher
than the preceding quarter 2008 (Q1 2008) of RM168.6 million. Profit Before Tax (PBT) has
also increased by 19.8% (RM5.3 million) to RM32.1 million compared to RM26.8 million
reported in Q1 2008.

The positive growth was attributed from the improved revenue contribution from its Facilities
Management Healthcare Division due to higher delivery and supply of linen and collection of
clinical waste from newly built hospitals; higher progress billings for its Property Development
Division’s on-going projects in Laman Rimbunan and contribution from new businesses from
India from the Facilities Management Non-Healthcare Division.

Faber also posted year-on-year growth in its year-to-date results; its revenue has improved
by 10% (RM32.4 million) to RM355.0 million against corresponding period in 2007, its PBT
grew by 16.9% (RM8.5 million) to RM58.9 million against RM50.4 million in 2007.

“The Group expects to sustain its operational performance with contribution from all business
divisions. The challenge is to ensure that the Group’s growth strategy for the overseas
business expansion is sustained taking cognizance of the world’s current economic scenario.”
said Adnan Mohammad, Managing Director of Faber.
