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MARGINAL DROP IN FABER’S Q3 2008 RESULTS   
 
Kuala Lumpur – Faber Group Berhad (Faber), with core businesses in Integrated Facilities 
Management (Healthcare and Non-Healthcare) and Property Development reported marginal drop in its 
financial performance for Third Quarter 2008 (Q3 results) ended 30 September 2008. 
 
Recording positive growth for the past three consecutive years and for the two consecutive quarters in 
2008, Faber’s Q3 2008 results have declined marginally recording RM163.2 million in revenue or 
12.5% (RM23.3 million) lower than the preceding quarter 2008 amidst the soft property market and 
weakening global economy. Profit Before Tax (PBT) has also decreased by 28.7% (RM9.2 million) to 
RM22.9 million compared to RM32.1 million reported in Q2 2008.  
 
The existing soft property market has affected the overall Group’s revenue and PBT from the Property 
Development Division with lower progress billings of its on-going projects in Kepong. The Facilities 
Management Healthcare and Non-Healthcare Division continue to report marginal growth in revenue 
from clinical waste and linen supply for newly built hospitals and revenue of overseas business from 
India.   
 
“With the current softening property market in Malaysia, we have to defer the launching of four property 
development projects to a later stage. As such, we anticipate that the Group is expected not to achieve 
the headline key performance indicators (KPI) for revenue growth as announced in February 2008.” 
said Adnan Mohammad, Managing Director of Faber. 
 
“However, the Group expects to achieve its target ROE of 14% due to the concerted efforts throughout 
the Group to increase operational efficiency and therefore maintain the profit target despite the lower 
revenue ”added Adnan. 
 
On 3 November 2008, the Group has successfully completed the reduction of the entire the Proposed 
Capital Repayment of the Redeemable Convertible Preference Shares (RCPS) to Jeram Bintang Sdn 
Bhd. The proposed capital repayment involves a cash distribution of RM115.0 million to JBSB on the 
basis of RM1.00 for every one (1) RCPS held by way of a reduction of the entire RCPS capital in 
accordance with the provisions of Section 64 of the Companies Act, 1965.
