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FABER LAUNCHES NEW LINEN AND LAUNDRY PLANT  
TO ENHANCE LINEN AND LAUNDRY SERVICES IN SABAH 

 
Kota Kinabalu – Faber Group Berhad (“Faber”), through its subsidiary, Faber Medi-Serve Sdn 
Bhd (FMS) continues to upgrade its service delivery in linen and laundry operations with the 
construction of a new laundry plant with a local partner, SMS Kg Likas Sdn Bhd at Kota 
Kinabalu Industrial Park (“KKIP”), Sabah. 
 
The RM6.0 million new laundry plant was officially launched by YB Dato’ Liow Tiong Lai, the 
Health Minister through a launching ceremony this morning.  Also present at the launching 
ceremony were the Chairman of FMS, YBhg Datuk Zainal Abidin bin Alias, Senior Officials 
from the Ministry of Health (“MOH”) and Senior Management from Faber Group of Companies.  
 
Recognising the need to enhance its linen and laundry operations and services in Sabah, FMS 
had entered into a joint venture partnership with, SMS Kg Likas Sdn Bhd, to develop a new 
laundry plant on 19 September 2008. FMS holds 60% stake in the joint venture company, 
Fresh Linen Services (Sabah) Sdn Bhd (“FLS Sabah”) whilst SMS Kg Likas Sdn Bhd will own 
the rest 40%  processes a total of 7,000 kg hospital linen on daily basis for 13 MOH hospitals. 
  
“KKIP is chosen as the ideal location of the laundry plant due to its industrial hub status and 
the availability of good infrastructure”  said Adnan Mohammad, Managing Director of Faber.  
 
The construction of the FLS Sabah laundry plant started in June 2007, and was commissioned 
in September 2008. In total, the plant has an immediate capacity to process 10,000 kg linen 
per day and could be upgraded to process up to 40,000 kg linen per day. The total investment 
of the laundry plant amounted to RM6.0 million, and had created jobs for more than 150 local 
workers. The laundry plant is also environmentally friendly, with proper sanitizing and 
wastewater disposal, in compliance with the Ministry of Health procedures and Department of 
Environment. This will ensure that the linen sent to hospitals are clean, sanitized, and always 
fresh. 
 
“The newly built FLS Sabah Laundry Plant is part of our capital investment and amongst the 
initiatives undertaken by Faber in line with the Group’s business strategies in enhancing the 
value to the Group’s key stakeholders and at the same time, benefiting the interest of the 
community at large. This is also one of our Corporate Responsibility (“CR”) initiatives that 
complements the efforts of the Government in developing local vendors through the Vendor 
Development Programme and the creation of job opportunities in the local community.” said 
Adnan Mohammad.
